Daegu has two train stations. Daegu Station is located next to
downtown. Unfortunately Daegu Station is NOT served by KTX or
Ist class trains. Dongdaegu Station is served by all trains which enter
and exit Daegu. Daegu and Dongdaegu Stations are on the subway
lines. Since Daegu is on the major North-South line, any train going
to/from Busan and Seoul goes through Daegu. Remember that
weekend train journeys usually require either reservations (to sit) or
standing up on the train. If you want to make reservations but don't
have time to visit the train station, you can buy a ticket at the nearest
travel agency.

All trains, except commuters' train, are divided into first and economy
classes.

- Discount rate : Fares for children 6 to 13 years old are discounted by 50%.
For those under 6, a 75% discount is offered for the KTX. For those who
are Korall members, a 5% discount is offered, and you can also have
some benefits in registration. If you take the Alien Registration Card,
passport, and 20,000 won, you can join the Korail Membership
Association at the railroad station. 20,000 won is reimbursed when you
withdraw from the Association.

Buses from Nambu head south, but
it must be explained that this is the
smallest bus terminal in Daegu, and it
actually doesn't include many southem destinations.
It does offer service to Miryang, Unmunsa Temple and Cheongdo.
Reaching Nambu Terminal is easy, any bus going to Gyeongsan or Siji will
pass by the terminal.

Bus riders can conveniently use an electronic transportation card to pay for
bus fares in the city of Daegu. For this purpose, special electronic card
sensors have been installed in the bus. The transportation card can be
purchased and recharged at convenience stores, newsstands near the bus
stop or at Kookmin Bank. The transportation card works like debit cards, and
it costs 7,000 won initially, which includes a 2,000 won deposit for the card
itself.

Alfter getting on the bus, touch your card closely to the electronic card sensor,
and the fare will be automatically subtracted from your card. If one wants to
pay the fares for more than one person, he needs to tell the driver how many

people will get on the bus and place the card on the card reader as many
times as the number of people. Transportation cards can be also be used
for the subway. If there are any technical problems with the transportation
card, you can contact the Kookmin Bank. For further information, please
contact the Transportation Policy Division of the City Government at 429—

During rush hour cars
run at 5 minute intervals; other times and on holidays they run at
7 minute intervals for all 30 stations.

The fare is calculated by both the distance and time of travel. The basic fare is
1,800 won for the first 2km and 159 won for each additional 177m. Also, if the
taxi is going less than 15km per hour due to traffic congestion, an additional
charge of 100 won per each 38 seconds is added to the basic fare. You need
to pay a calling fee of 1,000 won other than the fare on the meter, but most of
the companies do not charge you a calling fee for their business operation.
But in case you call a taxi for a short distance, the company may charge a
calling fee.
